Over the last year and a half, the Lord of the Harvest has visited my immediate family and clos-
est friends three times, and all three times something extraordinary resulted from it. | was asked to offici-
ate at memorial services for my father, my motinelaw Eleanor and our dear friend Ana, and on every
occasion | reminded my fellow mourners of reunion day, the great wedding feast promised by our Lord
Jesus for all who hold fast to the faith.

We'll get together again, our Lord says, and when we do it will be a time of singing, dancing,
reminiscing, great eats and drinjust like our favorite wedding receptions.

But our Lord also advised that we don't have to wait until death to be united or reunited with
loved ones. | found this out after each of these memorial services.

When my father chose to enter hospice in January of '10, thus letting everyone know his time was
short, | emailed my son Jeremiah, whom | had not seen in almost seven years. | wasn't sure what to ex-
pect. | knew we never had a major argument or any other reason to discontinue our relationship, but
there was always the chance that years could have weakened our bond to the point where it no longer
existed. Several times we just missed each other on our way into or out of the hospital, and we didn't ac-
tually lay eyes on each other until the viewing at the Immordino Funeral Home. Suffice it to say, our
love was rekindled at that moment and we've seen each other regularly every since.

Last January my mothan-law Eleanor entered the nearer presence of God, as they say in the
fancier Reformed Church circles. To that point | had always felt a little distant from Susie's family, not
because they were ever anything but warm and welcoming to me, but because we never really had a fair
chance to bond, being separated by over seven hundred miles. Conducting informal interviews and com-
piling facts for Eleanor's eulogy made me feel a genuine part of the family for the first time, and | now
look forward to moving out to Indiana to be with them.

Then last week, the day before Easter, our dear sweet friend Ana Riehle passed from this world
after a brief but highly aggressive illness. We had always felt close to her husband Ron and their kids,
(they're in their twenties, but you know how the older generation thinks) Ryan, Marissa and Kristen, and
also their families with whom we attended several delightful parties.

Something else happened when the time came to say our official au revoirs. For the first time in
my life and in the lives of just about everyone else who attended, the two great traditions in Christen-
dom, Roman Catholicism and mainline Protestantism, stood together in a true loving bond to bring com-
fort and hope to the grieving parties. Father Sean Kenney of Our Lady of the Mount in Warren, New Jer-
sey, and | shared officiating duties at two memorial services, one at the Piscataway Funeral Home and
the other next day at the Our Lady chapel. | planned the Tuesday evening service and told Father

stood with him as he shared the Eucharist with his flock and | shared blessings with mine. | was deeply
moved by the entire experience, and | must confess | did not expect that.

Everyone present, Catholics and Protestants, felt like it was one flock to us. As Father Sean and |
both observed, that's the way Ana would have wanted it, and we know that's the way God wants it all the
time.

Maybe someday we'll get there. Maybe someday God will "bring to an end (our) unhappy divi-
sions,"” as we pray in our communion liturgy.

It's happened before. It will happen again.

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Croatia Update
At long last, Eric graduates with doctorate!

After long years of study and being away from the family for months at a time, Eric will receive his doc-
tor of theology degree this month from the Protestant Theological Faculty at Charles University in Prague.

While he has officially been a Th.D. since successfully completing his doctoral defense last November,
this ceremony is the conferment of the degree itself. The graduation is Friday, May 20. We are not exactly sure
what to expect, especially since the entire event will be conducted in the Czech language; we do know that Eric
will be asked to sign the universityodos book.

Much about the experience has been illuminating. Of course, there is the direct course work he was re-
quired to do. He wrote papers and passed comprehensive exams in four major areas of theology: Old Testament
Hebrew, New Testament/Greek, German, and church history. Then he wrotgagg3@issertation on the influ-
ence of the context of pid a z i Germany on Kar analdia entisoré@asalogy efjpeing.t i on o0

In addition to those obvious areas of learning, he also experienced for himself many of the aspects of
European education that are simply different from American education, from the annual registration process and
scheduling of work to how grades are recorded.

For example, European students place a high emphasis on a document for which we Americans do not
have an equival ent. It is an index, which records e
is required to present this booklet at the concl usi
recorded. The index acts in an official capacity, similar to our transcripts. The institutions themselves keep an offi-
cial record of work that was done, as we do with official transcripts, but this booklet is the one that students use
the most.

Eric began working intensively on the degree after our arrival in Croatia in 2006, and completed the six
year partime program in just four years, saving thousands of supporter dollars. For the most part, Eric was able
to do his coursework in Croatia, but he was required to travel to Prague two or three times a year to meet with his
Doktorvater, or mentor, and to be examined orally by experts in the four major areas of theology.

While this is a personal milestone, it is much more than that. The degree is very important to the Evan-
gelical Theological Seminary in Croatia, where we work. We especially feel it when we near the end of the school
year, and undergraduate and graduate students begin presenting their theses, which they have been working s
many months to complete. These papers must be presented and defended before a group of professors with th
highest credentials. Because ETF still relies a lot on professors who come from overseas to teach in modular
courses, not all of our faculty are available to hear these defenses. Every doctor we have in residence is importan
in establishing and maintaining our credibility as an institution. In addition, due to the sudden death of a col-
league, Eric was placed in charge of the doctoral program, filling a huge need atstrigkeh seminary.
